4.   PLA��I�G  

 

a) 27 Dexter Way – EN/09/00704/FUL – Two storey side extension to incorporate single 

garage and study above – Mrs S Howatt. It was agreed that this application is in keeping 

with the Nene Pastures Estate. Mr Reid proposed and Mr Cutler seconded that there be no 

objections to this application. AIF 

b) 47 Stamford Lane – EN/09/00710/LDP – Single storey domestic extension to replace 

conservatory – Mr C Moss. Mr Reid proposed and Mr Cutler seconded that there be no 

objections to this application. AIF 

c) 16 Church Street – EN/09/00667/FUL – Single storey extension over existing yard to 

create downstairs bedroom with refurbishment of disabled shower room and replacement 

of roof covering to existing side extension – Mrs A Solt. It was agreed that this application 

is in accordance with the Village Design Statement. Further, consideration has been given 

to the location of the Church and to neighbouring properties. Mr Reid proposed and Mr 

Cutler seconded that there be no objections to this application. AIF 

d) The Parish Council have received a number of complaints regarding the noise from 

reversing lorries at Elton Estate’s Reservoir development. In earlier meetings with the 

developer the Parish Council were promised that white noise bleepers would be used. The 

Clerk has emailed the developer, but has received no response to date. Mr Short has visited 

the site and spoken to one of the managers. There are two areas of work, the extraction and 

the grading process. The noise is coming from the extraction. Mr Short is to meet with the 

manager again towards the end of the week to see what can be done. He also mentioned the 

problems with the narrowing of the A605 which will also be looked at. The gravel is due to 

start being removed from the site next week. 

Should the noise levels not be reduced then the Parish Council will approach NCC for their 

assistance.
